Annexure-1  “Framework on Evolving a Strategies to address the Cast Based Discrimination in Education”           (Supported by UNICEF)
SWADHIKAR is fighting for the economic rights of the underprivileged, specifically Dalit. Education is the major factor among several others to decide one’s future entitlements and capacity to produce. In our social structure cast based discrimination prevails at several levels, and the same is within the education system as well. Therefore, in accessing the educational entitlements and in order to give a wider recognition to the issue in the state as well as in the centre, SWADHIKAR with support of UNICEF went for a study. This study was mainly to understand the extent of caste based discrimination of Dalit children in the schooling process and later evolving inclusive strategy to address the issue towards promoting the access of Dalit children to equal and quality education in the system for their educational achievement. 

Objective:

The objective of the project ‘Knowledge Management and Policy Influencing - Child Friendly Schools’ broadly can be categorized to three general objectives and they are such as:

1. To understand the level or extent of caste based discrimination practiced against Dalit children in accessing to educational entitlements and right to education in the schools.

2. To give wider recognition to the issue of caste based discrimination in education and schooling process in the state and at the centre level so as to influence the policy level of the government system.

3. To evolving inclusive strategy to address caste based discrimination in education and create “Discrimination free zone” in the school for equal and quality education of Dalit children in the system for their full realization of educational achievement. 

Activity Proposed:

1. Identification of 4 districts in the states of Bihar, Maharashtra, UP and Rajasthan for an in-depth study on exclusion of Dalit children from education. 

2. Mapping the status of Dalit children’s education in these 4 states with particular focus on the 4 identified districts.

3. Document best practices regarding education of Dalit children in these 4 districts.

4. Holding initial discussions with key stakeholders in the 4 districts/ states

5. Documenting state level policies that address the issue of Dalits in education and identify gaps at the policy level.

6. Prepare a report on the status of Dalit children in the 4 districts and the gaps in policy in the 4 states. 

Key Outcomes

1. Constituted a nucleus team/ core group consisting of one senior person assisted by a task group in Delhi and four coordinators at the four states.

2. Bench-marked existing knowledge and mapped the gap areas on the caste based discrimination of Dalit children in education in the four identified districts across four states. 

3. Identified responsible stakeholders for addressing caste based discrimination and disabilities on Dalit children in schooling, including civil society groups/ local Dalit groups, institutions such as ‘inclusion cells’ in state education departments, national level experts working on Dalits and education, other national and international NGOs.

4. Identified gaps in policy between national objectives and state initiatives and within state policy and practice in the four chosen states in consultation with stake holders.

5. Developed the main proposal for 32 months in detail.

6. Prepared a report on status of Dalit children in 4 districts

Activity Undertaken:

A. Planning: how to conduct the program, the human resources needed and thus how to appoint, what will be the structure of responsibility sharing and work area and several others.

B. Districts profile collection from Secondary source: Primarily ‘Census of India 2001’ The purpose was to know and understand the existing size and percentage of population as a whole and in particular, the caste wise inhabitants with special focus to Dalit, their literacy rate, people acquiring education at different level
C. Existing Educational Status of Dalit Children in four States:

This status report speaks of the existing knowledge of schooling process in all four states.

D. Identification of Stakeholders in each District of all four States: SWADHIKAR went across the selected district of all four states and hold discussion with identified organizations and other possible stakeholders regarding the programme activities that need to be executed in the districts.

E. Methodology for the Study and the real study conducted:

a draft methodology was drawn together with state people for conducting the study in four districts of four states which also includes class room observation.

F. Analysis and Compilation of the Report:

After having received reports from all four states, the 2 members’ team at Delhi analyzed reports from each district and state, which further was compiled and consolidated into a complete report.

G. Decisions:

In one of the meeting the expert group with the existing team of the Delhi office decided that:

1. The new proposal for UNICEF will be done with support from Centre for Inclusion and Equity.

2. The project holder will be Swadhikar with a clear MOU with CIE.
3. Mr. Satyendra Kumar shall be programme coordinator for the new proposal with support from CIE team.

Annexure-4  “Maternal Health Accountability Campaign”                                                 (Supported by OXFAM)
To build awareness around the issues of social exclusion in context of maternal health services, it was planned to organize orientation workshops with Health and Dalit Activists/Groups as part of the larger campaign on the issue. The states selected for this purpose in the second phase of the campaign were Bihar, Maharashtra, Orissa, Tamil Nadu and Andhra Pradesh where orientation workshops were organized in that order. One of main focus of these orientation workshops has been on generating debate and interest in the issue of maternal health from the perspective of Human Rights.  Another important objective of these workshops was to build capacity of participating organizations in identifying and documenting the health rights violation of marginalized communities. To do this, lot of mock exercises were done with the participants on how to do documentation of various perceptions and experiences of accessing the health services by socially excluded communities. The central methods adopted for collecting this information were Case Studies and focus Groups discussions (FGDs). By raising an issue and building capacities to create evidence for its relevance to the participating organizations, we were building consensus among participants to join the campaign and also raise issues at the local level.

The high point of these workshops was that in all the states we got positive response from the participants on the relevance of the issue and all of them expressed the willingness to be part of it both at the local as well as national level. As part of their commitment to the issue they also agreed to collect evidence in the form of case studies and FGD documents to build larger consensus around the need to engage with the issue.  Thus all states promised to provide at least 50 case studies and 50 FGD documents as part of the evidence building. Thus after completion of orientation workshops our main focus has been on follow up with states to provide support (technical or otherwise) to get good quality case studies and FGD documents. 

At present we are in constant touch with the partner organizations at the state level and trying to make sure that we get cases and documents in time. However, the time limit that we were envisaging is already passed and we need to re-look at the deadlines we fixed for the entire work to be completed. This delay can be partly attributed to the elections when organizations get busy in lobbying and advocating for the rights of the communities with politicians as there can not be more opportune time than this to make politicians listen to people. Secondly we also realized that it was the first time that these activist and organizations were engaging with the issue of maternal health and social exclusion and thus needed some time to grapple with the issue before taking stock of the situation. This is in addition to the fact that all the groups and people involved have full time organizational responsibilities other than this task. 

Nevertheless we have started to receive some case studies and FGD documents from two states and hope to receive some more from other states as well. The process followed till now to ensure the quality of the data has been by giving constant feedback to the partner organizations around missing information or asking for in-depth information around particular cases or situations. The purpose of the feedback so far has been to get detailed and as far as possible authentic information about the denial of maternal health rights of the marginalized communities.  Though we now feel that may be some more direct follow up is required to speed up the work and get better quality data. For this purpose, we are planning to visit each state and work with partner organizations in the field during their data collection.

Annexure-6  “Get Organized for Realizing Economic Rights”                                                 (Supported by SDTT)
SWADHIKAR organized a training cum workshop programme in association with Dignity International (Malaysia) and with support from Sir Dorabji Tata trust. The programme “Get organized for Realising Economic Rights” is a learning program for Dalit Community Organizers on Human Rights with emphasis on Economic Rights. The participants were facilitated with different methodologies and tools to learn their economic rights and to act as watchdogs in its realization in the Union and the State Governments.

Theme of the workshop: 

The realization of Economic Rights of Scheduled Castes solely depends upon the facilitating agencies i.e. institutions under the control of State/Union. Despite of the constitutional safeguards of SCs and internationally agreed, this indigenous community remains deprived from their economic, social and cultural rights. It is at the lapse of required provisions in the budgeting, planning and policy formulation of the facilitating agencies. The programme primarily will try to elaborate...  
· Why Budget is important to do advocacy on Human Rights? 

· Budget Analysis (Union plus States) 

· Advocacy for implementation and policy changes 

· Caste based exclusion in employment, private sectors and education 

· Caste and Economic rights 

· Economic Rights. With the International standard of Economic Rights, and its importance in realising human rights and dignity. 

After Training follow-ups: 
· Analyzing state budgets in selected states and tracking the expenditure from Dalit perspective. The parameters of analyzing budget will include mandate of SCP and allocation/expenditure incurred therein as per the accounting rules and audit provisions. Since the State/UT Governments and Union Government claims that they are spending fund under SCP on Dalits, there must be some allocation reflected under Demand Book and other linked books that needs to be tracked.  
· Intervention in the State Budgeting with the state partners to implement Special Component Plan (SCP), a sub plan for Dalits

· Focused advocacy for the realisation of the Economic Rights and SCP will be taken up both at the national level as well as at the state level. There will be campaigns started to pressurize the state and the Union Govt. to implement their schemes to realise the economic rights of Dalits.
